FROM 9am on Thursday 17 December 2009, more than 50 000 NSW HSC students will be able to access
their Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (ATAR)* at www.uac.edu.au. The ATAR is the rank used by
universities in NSW and the ACT to select school leavers for entry into university courses.

To access their ATAR, students will need their UAC application number or HSC student number, and
their UAC Personal Identification Number (PIN). Students will receive their ATAR notices in the mail
from Friday 18 December.
