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Increase in demand for uni places in 2010

The Universities Admissions Centre (UAC) has seen an increase in applications for university in 2010. So
far 77 557 potential students have applied through UAC, over 2 000 more than the same time last year.
UAC handles undergraduate applications for sixteen institutions, mainly in NSW and the ACT.
