Early August 2009 Applications open

Fri 30 October 2009 Applicants are encouraged to submit their applications by this date for courses starting in Semester 1, 
but can still apply up until February 2010.  

UAC International Apply-By-Web processing charge – A$60.

All applications must be made online through UAC International Apply-By-Web. Applications must be completed and submitted by midnight* on the 
relevant closing date.

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1.1 UAC — what we do
The Universities Admissions Centre (NSW & ACT) Pty Ltd (UAC) is the central
office that receives and processes applications for admission to most
domestic undergraduate degree, advanced diploma and diploma courses 
at the participating institutions.

UAC also administers centralised application and assessment processes 
for educational access schemes, postgraduate coursework courses, and
Equity Scholarships. 

UAC also processes applications for a specific group of international students
through UAC International.

By applying for admission to tertiary courses through UAC, your task is made
much easier than if you were required to apply separately to each institution.

The institutions, not UAC, decide who will receive offers to courses based 
on the courses applicants choose in their UAC applications. UAC, however, 
co-ordinates the process, and notifies applicants on behalf of the
institutions.

UAC also notifies current NSW HSC students of their Australian Tertiary
Admission Rank (ATAR).

1.2 Can I apply for a place as an 
international student?

You are eligible to apply for a place as an international student if you are 
NOT an Australian citizen (including dual citizens), or a New Zealand citizen
(including dual citizens), or a permanent resident* of Australia.

1.3 Who can apply through UAC International?
For 2010 admissions, international students undertaking one of the following
qualifications who wish to apply to institutions that participate through UAC
can apply through UAC International:

n an Australian Year 12 in Australia in 2009

n an Australian Year 12 outside Australia in 2009

n an International Baccalaureate in Australia in 2009

n a New Zealand National Certificate of Educational Achievement (NCEA)
Level 3 in 2009.

1.4 Who cannot apply through 
UAC International?

International students not in one of the categories listed in 1.3 above apply
directly to the institutions, not through UAC.

If you must apply direct, contact the institutions to which you intend to apply
without delay. Each institution has its own application procedures and
admission requirements. Refer to Part 2 of this booklet.

1.5 About UAC International
UAC International is a gateway and website designed specifically for
international applicants in the categories listed in 1.3. It includes details
about the courses offered by the 16 institutions that participate through UAC,
as well as information about the institutions and the services they provide.

1.6 Participating institutions
Section 2 in Part 1 of this booklet provides a list of UAC’s participating
institutions, with more detailed information about each institution in Part 2
of this booklet.

1.7 UAC International charges and fees

All UAC International charges and fees include 10 per cent GST.

If you change your status after
you receive an offer you must speak with the individual institutions
concerned.
