	− a minimum ATAR or selection rank you’ll have to 
achieve to be considered for a place

	− an estimated selection rank you’ll need to be 
offered a place

	− a guaranteed ATAR or selection rank. If you 
achieve this ATAR or selection rank you are 
guaranteed to receive an offer to the course.

What if I don’t think I’ll get selected?
Don’t think you’ll meet the entry requirements for your 
chosen courses? Include pathway courses in your list 
of preferences in your application. Read ‘Pathway 
options’ on page 30 or visit uac.edu.au/pathways.

Special requirements and policies
Special requirements and policies apply to students 
in health- and welfare-related courses and teacher 
education courses.

These requirements relate to:
	− clinical/internship placements undertaken as 

part of your course
	− proof of English language proficiency
	− accreditation and procedures for employment 

after you have completed the course.

Note that requirements and policies in these areas 
are subject to regular review.

Teacher education courses 
Requirements for students intending to teach 
in NSW schools
For accreditation as a teacher in NSW, graduates 
will need to meet the following requirements set by 
the NSW Education Standards Authority (NESA): 
− Students entering all accredited undergraduate

teaching programs need to have either achieved
a minimum of three Band 5s, one of which must
be in English, in their HSC or meet a comparable
academic standard early in the program.

− Students entering primary teaching programs
will need to have either achieved at least an
HSC Band 4 in mathematics (any course) or
demonstrate a comparable academic standard.

Ask institutions about their approved pathways 
into teaching and any specific academic and 
non‑academic entry requirements for particular 
teaching programs. 

Literacy and numeracy test for initial teacher 
education students
All initial teacher education students will need to 
meet the benchmark set by the national Literacy 
and Numeracy Test for Initial Teacher Education 
Students before their final professional experience 
placement and graduation. Read further information 
about the test at teacheredtest.acer.edu.au/.

Background checking processes
If you intend to engage in child-related work in 
NSW, you must hold a valid Working With Children 
Check (WWCC) clearance. For more information, 
visit the Office of the Children’s Guardian website 
at kidsguardian.nsw.gov.au.

You must complete employment screening checks if 
you would like to begin an internship or associate 
teacher program in NSW public schools. This 
involves providing your paid WWCC clearance 
number and completing other employment 
screening requirements with the NSW Department 
of Education. Visit teach.nsw.edu.au for more 
details or phone 1300 300 498.

If you are undertaking tertiary practicum placement in 
NSW public schools, you must complete the WWCC 
verification process with the NSW Department of 
Education. This includes providing proof of identity 
and completing the ‘Declaration for Child Related 
Work – Tertiary Practicum Students’ online form. The 
Department must also verify your WWCC clearance 
before you start your placement. If you do not meet 

these requirements, you will not be able to undertake 
practical course requirements in NSW public schools. 
The Department’s Probity Unit can be contacted on 
(02) 7814 3825 or via email on wwcc@det.nsw.edu.au
for further assistance.

It is now a requirement for all employees and 
volunteers to be fully vaccinated against COVID-19 
to enter NSW public schools. For further 
information, visit education.nsw.gov.au/covid-19.

Health- and welfare-related courses
National Police Checks
In accordance with NSW Health policy, students 
who need to complete clinical placements in the 
NSW public health system are required to: 
− obtain a National Police Check before they

commence clinical placements in NSW Health
facilities

− sign a Code of Conduct Agreement stating that they
will abide by the NSW Health Code of Conduct.

To ensure you provide the correct documentation, 
search for ‘clinical placements’ at heti.nsw.gov.au or 
health.nsw.gov.au.

Infectious diseases
Students who need to complete clinical training in 
NSW public health facilities are subject to NSW 
Health requirements for healthcare workers to 
demonstrate their protection against specified 
infectious diseases in the first year of their course. 
This is included in the policy directive ‘PD2020_017 
Occupational Assessment, Screening and 
Vaccination Against Specified Infectious Diseases’.

Additional conditions apply to clinical practice of 
healthcare workers with certain blood-borne viruses. 
For more information, see ‘PD2019_026 Management 
of health care workers with a blood borne virus and 
those doing exposure prone procedures’.

Both policies are available at health.nsw.gov.au/
policies. 

Where there is a legal requirement (eg under a 
public health order issued under the Public Health 
Act 2010) or a policy directive, students must 
receive the required doses of COVID-19 vaccination 
prior to entry to a healthcare facility.

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If you do not comply with the above requirements 
relating to National Police Checks and infectious 
diseases, you will not be permitted to attend your 
clinical placement in the NSW health system and 
progress in your course may be affected.

Nursing and midwifery courses: English 
language proficiency 
To become a nurse or midwife in Australia you are 
required to provide proof of proficiency in English.

Applicants for admission to a nursing course 
You must provide either a written declaration that 
English is your primary language or evidence that 
you have achieved the institution’s minimum 
English language test results. You can find 
information on which tests and qualifications are 
acceptable on UAC’s website at uac.edu.au/elp. 

Applicants for registration as a nurse or midwife 
If you are applying for the first time in Australia for 
registration as a nurse or a midwife, you need to 
demonstrate English language proficiency. You 
must meet the English language skills registration 
standard of the Nursing and Midwifery Board 
(NMBA). For more information, visit the NMBA 
website at nursingmidwiferyboard.gov.au.

Why apply through UAC?
Around 50,000 Year 12 students apply for uni 
through UAC each year. 

Applying through UAC means you don’t need to 
apply separately to each institution. And, if you’re a 
domestic applicant, you can apply for the:

	− Schools Recommendation Scheme
	− Educational Access Scheme.

Through these schemes, institutions can consider 
factors in addition to your ATAR, such as your 
Year 11 results and any educational disadvantages 
you’ve experienced: read ‘Applying for access 
schemes’ on page 20.

If you’re in need of financial help, you can also apply 
for an Equity Scholarship.

Remember, UAC processes the applications but the 
institutions decide who receives an offer of a place.

Your application
What you need when you apply

A current personal email address, not your 
school email address. Add the domain  
uac.edu.au to your list of safe email 
contacts so UAC emails don’t end up in 
your junk folder.

Your Year 12 student number and UAC PIN 
(emailed to NSW and ACT students on 
12 April). 

If you’re an International Baccalaureate 
student or you’re applying from other 
states, your UAC PIN is the first four digits 
of your date of birth (eg if your birthday is 
3 October, your UAC PIN is 0310; if your 
birthday is 17 May, your UAC PIN is 1705.)

Your Unique Student Identifier (USI), if 
you have one (you’ll need it to enrol, so we 
suggest you get it now at usi.gov.au).

A list of your chosen courses and their 
course codes.

A credit card (Mastercard or Visa) or PayPal 
account to pay the processing fee. Domestic 
Year 12 students can also pay later using 
BPAY.

Applicants for medical degrees: You’ll need to 
enter your UCAT (University Clinical Aptitude Test) 
or International Student Admission Test (ISAT) 
candidate number.

International students applying through an agent: 
You’ll need to enter your UACID (UAC Identification 
Code). Your agent will have this.

Apply before 30 September 2022. 
The application fee will increase 
significantly on 1 October. 

Apply before 19 September 2022 if you also 
want to apply for the Schools Recommendation 
Scheme. It closes on this date.

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International students
You are an international student if you’re not:

	− an Australian or New Zealand citizen or
	− a permanent resident of Australia or
	− the holder of an Australian permanent 

resident humanitarian visa.

As an international student, you can apply 
through UAC if you’re undertaking one of the 
following qualifications in 2022:

	− an Australian Year 12 in Australia
	− an Australian Year 12 outside Australia
	− an International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma
	− a New Zealand National Certificate of 

Educational Achievement (NCEA) Level 3.

If you’re not undertaking one of the above 
qualifications, apply directly to the institution.

Prospective permanent residents
If you are granted permanent resident status 
after you have applied to UAC as an 
international applicant:

apply again through UAC as a domestic 
undergraduate applicant

write to the Senior Operations Officer at 
UAC as soon as possible to explain your 
change in status

provide a verified copy of your current 
passport.

If your status changes after you receive an offer, 
contact the institution.

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Australian Government requirements for international students
There are several requirements international students must meet to study in Australia.

Student visa requirements
To study in Australia you need to apply for a 
student visa. A student visa allows you to come 
to Australia for a specified period to study at an 
educational institution. To be eligible for a 
student visa, you need to meet the conditions 
set by the Australian Government’s Department 
of Home Affairs – search for ‘visas’ at  
immi.homeaffairs.gov.au.

After you accept your offer and pay your fees, 
you will receive a Confirmation of Enrolment 
from the institution. You must have a 
Confirmation of Enrolment at the time of making 
your student visa application.

Students under 18 years of age
If you will be under 18 years of age when you 
arrive in Australia to study, special requirements 
are in place. Before you are granted a student 
visa, the Australian Government must be 
satisfied that you have appropriate 
accommodation, support and general welfare 
arrangements in place for the period that you 
will be under 18 years of age while in Australia.

Each institution decides whether they will 
accept responsibility for welfare arrangements 
for international students who are under 18 years 
of age.

Overseas Student Health Cover
Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) is 
insurance for international students to help them 
with the costs of medical and hospital care they 
may require while they are in Australia. OSHC 
does not cover dental treatment.

The Australian Government requires all 
international students on a student visa and 
their dependants to purchase an approved 
OSHC policy from an Australian registered 
health fund for the duration of their visas. 

OSHC is not included in tuition fees.

Belgian, Norwegian and Swedish students
Some Belgian, Norwegian and Swedish students 
are not required to purchase OSHC as part of 
their visa requirements; they are considered to 
have met ‘adequate insurance’ requirements due 
to a reciprocal arrangement between their 
country and the Australian Government. 

How do I organise OSHC?
Many institutions have arrangements with 
preferred OSHC providers and can help you to 
organise your insurance. 

However, you can choose your own 
OSHC provider. A list of OSHC providers, 
together with general information about OSHC, 
is available from the Private Health Insurance 
Ombudsman website. Search ‘Overseas Student 
Health Cover’ at privatehealth.gov.au.

You must organise and pay for OSHC before you 
arrive in Australia. Once you receive an 
unconditional offer to study at an Australian 
educational institution, you will be required to 
pay your OSHC charge at the same time that 
you pay your tuition fee deposit.

Authorising someone to act on 
your behalf
Your application, and all the information within it, is 
confidential. For privacy reasons, we cannot discuss 
information relating to your application with anyone 
but you.

You can authorise another person to act on your 
behalf and speak to UAC about your application by:

	− selecting this option when you first apply or
	− emailing UAC and including the details of the 

person you are authorising after you apply.

International students
The person you authorise to act on your 
behalf can be a different person or the same 
person as the agent/representative who may 
be helping you with your application and visa.

Applying through an agent? You can add, 
change or delete your agent’s UAC 
Identification Code (UACID) after you’ve 
submitted your international application.

Your agent will be able to access information 
about your application through UAC’s website.

Applying directly to a uni
Some of our participating institutions also take direct 
applications for their undergraduate courses. This 
means you can submit a UAC application and a direct 
application to the institution.

However, if you do complete both a UAC application 
and a direct application, we highly recommend that 
you don’t duplicate your course preferences. Make 
the most of both applications and choose different 
preferences in each. That way, you can potentially 
receive offers to different courses.

Check with the uni as to how and when it will make 
direct offers.

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Applying interstate
Applications for most undergraduate courses in states other than NSW and the ACT are processed through each 
state’s tertiary admissions centre. Like UAC, most tertiary admissions centres increase their processing charges at 
the end of September, so apply early to avoid higher charges and ensure you can apply for your chosen course. 

Application processes and fees vary: visit the relevant tertiary admissions centre or institution website for 
further information.

Course preferences
How many course preferences can I have?
Domestic applicants can select up to five courses.
International applicants can select up to six courses.

What order do I put them in?
The order of your course preferences matters. 
Domestic applicants can only get one offer in each 
offer round. It will be to the first course in your list 
for which you’re eligible and competitive enough.

Order your course preferences like this:
1.	 the course you’d most like to do 
2.	 your second favourite course
3.	 your third choice
4.	 your fourth choice
5.	 your final back-up course: a course you’re 

confident you’ll get an offer to if you miss out on 
all your higher course preferences.

Your chance of being selected for a course is not 
decreased because you placed it as a lower order 
preference. Similarly, you won’t be selected for a 
course just because you entered that course as a 
higher order preference.

EXAMPLE
Anna, James and Sarah all applied for B Accounting. 
Anna put it as her fourth preference, while James 
and Sarah listed it as their first preference. Anna 
missed out on offers to her first, second and third 
preferences but was a more competitive candidate 
for B Accounting than both James and Sarah. So, 
Anna received an offer to B Accounting (her fourth 
preference) while James and Sarah did not, despite 
them listing it first.

It works a little differently for international 
students: for details, go to uac.edu.au/
international-student-offers.

Your UAC application is not complete 
until you’ve paid the processing 
charge. Your payment receipt and 
confirmation of application are your proof of 
payment – keep them safe!

What if my course is not on the UAC website?
If you can’t find the course you’re looking for on UAC’s course search, it means course details are being 
confirmed:
1.	 Select a different course to complete your application.
2.	 Check the course search regularly – new courses will be posted as they become available.
3.	 Once the course is available, include it in your preferences.

All courses will be published on the UAC website by August 2022.

How do I change my course preferences?
You can add, delete or change the order of your course preferences as many times as you like before the 
closing date for each offer round:
1.	 Log in to your application using your UAC application number and UAC PIN.
2.	 Select ‘Course preferences’.
3.	 Add or delete courses, or drag courses up and down to change their order.

You must authorise the release of your International 
Baccalaureate Diploma to UAC. Ask your school’s IB 
Diploma coordinator to request this on your behalf.

Check for additional selection criteria
Before you can be selected, some courses require 
you to meet a few extra requirements. Examples are:

	− external exams, such as the University Clinical 
Aptitude Test, which most institutions require 
you to sit if you want to study medicine

	− questionnaires
	− completion of (or minimum results in) specific 

Year 12 courses (aka prerequisites)
	− portfolios
	− interviews or auditions.

You don’t have to give UAC your 
Australian Year 12 results or ATAR. 
The only rare exception is if you 
complete your studies mid-year: in this case, 
upload your results and ATAR asap.

Track your application
You can track the progress of your application 
throughout the assessment process by logging in  
to your application. You’ll be able to see when UAC 
has received your results and finalised the 
assessment of your qualifications, and if there are 
any issues preventing you from receiving an offer  
to your preferences. 

Lock in your preferences before  
closing dates
You can change your preferences:

	− after any round, whether you receive an offer 
or not

	− until the closing date for the next offer round.

Your responsibilities as an applicant include:

	− reading the relevant parts of this Guide or 
corresponding information on UAC’s website

	− following any institution-specific instructions
	− providing true and complete information in your 

application
	− providing true and complete copies of official 

documentation with your application where 
requested

	− accepting the conditions set out in the online 
declaration (read the printed version on page 24)

	− checking your emails (including in your junk 
folder) for any messages from UAC.

If you fail to meet your responsibilities
If you submit an application that contains 
information that UAC or a participating institution 
determines to be untrue or incomplete:

	− UAC may cancel your application
	− an institution may withdraw any place offered.

Services for applicants with 
a disability
If you have a disability or an ongoing illness that 
may disadvantage you during your studies, we 
encourage you to include this information in your 
application.

Any information you provide:
	− will not affect your application for admission
	− will be seen only by disability services staff
	− will help the institution meet your education 

needs should you be offered a place in one of 
their courses. 

Institutions may be able to provide one or more of 
the following services:

	− note takers
	− personal readers
	− examination provisions
	− learning assistance
	− alternative assessment methods
	− academic material in alternative formats
	− parking for holders of a Roads and Maritime 

Services Mobility Parking Scheme permit.

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International students
If you’re an international applicant, you must also:
− satisfy your student visa conditions

(eg maintaining full-time enrolment in your
course, satisfactory class attendance and
course progress)

− remain with the same university where
you originally enrolled for at least the first
six months of your principle course except
under certain circumstances (for details,
search for ‘overseas student transfers’ at
internationaleducation.gov.au)

− maintain your Overseas Student Health Cover
(OSHC) for the period of your stay

− if you are under 18, maintain your approved
accommodation, support and general welfare
arrangements

− inform your institution if you change your
address

− provide details of your passport upon
acceptance of an offer

− ensure you have sufficient financial capacity
to support your study and stay in Australia

− return home immediately upon completion of
your course or expiration of your visa.

If you breach your student visa conditions by 
failing to maintain full-time enrolment or 
satisfactory course progress, the institution will 
notify you and the Australian Government. This 
may result in your visa being cancelled 
immediately.

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Policy statement on untrue or incomplete information 
submitted by applicants
UAC recognises that all decisions which affect an applicant must be 
made fairly using appropriate academic or other criteria as specified 
by the participating institutions.
Selection into courses by application to UAC is based on merit. It is 
the responsibility of applicants to ensure that they comply with all 
instructions when submitting a UAC application. Read ‘Your 
responsibilities as an applicant’.
An application must be complete and correct and all attempts at 
academic study must be disclosed. Applicants must accept the 
conditions set out in the declaration and authority when they apply 
– read the printed version above.
UAC will review, and may take action against, anyone who submits an 
application that contains information that UAC or a participating 
institution determines to be untrue or incomplete. That application 
may also be cancelled.
UAC will also investigate, and may take action against, an applicant 
who, by any other means, has or could have achieved an advantage 
over other applicants.
Examples of conduct by an applicant which will be investigated by 
UAC include, but are not limited to:

	− submitting an incomplete or falsified academic transcript
	− failing to declare previous study at secondary, post-secondary or 

tertiary level
	− submitting an incorrect or otherwise misleading statement of 

employment experience
	− claiming special consideration of educational disadvantage based 

on incorrect information
	− having some other person complete a selection task on the 

applicant’s behalf such as an interview, audition or a portfolio 
of work

	− claiming membership of a special selection group when not a 
member of that group.

The procedures for processing applications suspected of being in 
some way incomplete or untrue have been approved by the NSW 
Vice‑Chancellors’ Committee.
These procedures accept the right of applicants to be treated fairly 
and without prejudice, and in accordance with the principles of 
natural justice.

Collection of personal information
UAC collects personal information and, in some circumstances, 
information regarding your health, or information about someone 
other than yourself, for the purpose of processing your application for 
undergraduate/international admission to tertiary institutions.
If you are providing personal information about someone other than 
yourself, you should tell them about UAC’s Privacy Policy [which can 
be found on UAC’s website at uac.edu.au/privacy].
While your personal information is generally collected from you, UAC 
also collects information about you from other educational institutions 
that you have attended. 
UAC provides your personal information and, where applicable, your 
health information to all institutions participating in undergraduate/
international admissions through UAC. If you do not provide personal 
information where required in your application, UAC will not be able to 
process your application. Contact UAC’s Privacy Officer if you have 
any queries.
You are able to gain access to any personal information and health 
information that is held about you by UAC. To obtain access, or if you 
have any questions, write to:

Declaration and authority
This is a printed version of the online declaration and authority you will have to accept when you apply. 
Your application cannot be considered unless you or the person you have authorised to act on your behalf accept all conditions set out below.

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FAQs about applying
How many times can I apply?
You can apply once in each admissions 
period. If you change your mind about the 
courses you’d like to apply for in this period, 
you can easily change them by logging in to 
your application on UAC’s website – read 
‘Course preferences’ on pages 18 to 19.

If you have applied to UAC in a previous 
admissions period, you will need to start a 
new application. You cannot use your previous 
UAC application number and PIN.

How many courses can I choose?
Domestic applicants can choose up to five 
course preferences. International applicants 
can choose up to six course preferences.

How long does it take to apply? 
It should take you about 30 minutes to apply.

Why is my connection slow?

Admission and selection

Academic requirements 
Tertiary institutions in Australia have found that a 
student’s overall academic achievement is the single 
best predictor of success in tertiary study. The ATAR 
is commonly used as a selection tool as it is a 
measure of your overall academic achievement.  

2022 Year 12 students with an ATAR
ATARs are calculated in each state to reflect a 
student’s rank against other students in their state. 
An ATAR of 85.00 in your state is equivalent to an 
ATAR of 85.00 in other states. For information on 
the ATAR in NSW, visit uac.edu.au/atar. 

Check the course descriptions on 
the UAC website for:
− details of non-ATAR admission

criteria (eg portfolio)
− information about the lowest selection rank

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You usually do not need to provide UAC with your 
ATAR: we have direct access to it. The exception is 
Queensland applicants: you need to give permission 
for your results and ATAR to be released to UAC. You 
can do this through the ATAR portal on the QTAC 
website. Alternatively, you can upload a copy of your 
official Senior Statement and ATAR Notice as soon as 
they become available. However, subject adjustment 
factors are not automatically applied to results 
provided to UAC by applicants. You’ll need to contact 
the institutions to have these allocated to you.

Each course description on the UAC website will 
indicate, where relevant: 

	− the lowest ATAR previously required to receive 
an offer

	− the lowest selection rank (ATAR + adjustments)                  
previously required to receive an offer.

Use this data as a guide only to your chances of 
being selected for the course in 2023.

Some institutions also specify: 
	− the minimum ATAR or selection rank you’ll need 

to achieve to be considered for a place in the 
course in 2023

	− a guaranteed ATAR or selection rank (if you 
achieve these you are guaranteed a place in the 
course in 2023). 

Lowest ATAR
Don’t assume that the published lowest ATAR for a 
course is the ATAR you require to be made an offer 
to that course. The applicant who received that 
ATAR may have been eligible for adjustment factors 
and had their selection rank increased, making 
them more competitive for an offer. 

Lowest selection ranks
The lowest selection rank for a course includes any 
increase to an applicant’s selection rank made as a 
result of adjustment factors.

Head to the UAC website for 
everything you need to know about the 
ATAR: we explain how it’s calculated 
and bust some common myths!

Lowest ATARs and selection ranks for entry 
to semester 1 courses in 2023 won’t be 
known until all offers have been made.

Three factors determine the lowest selection rank:
	− the number of places available in the course
	− the number of applicants for the course
	− the quality of those applicants.

These three factors mean that lowest selection 
ranks change from year to year and are impossible 
to predict before applicants are selected for a 
particular course in a particular year. The lowest 
selection rank for any course can increase, 
decrease or remain the same.

The lowest selection rank doesn’t represent the 
average ability of the students accepted for the 
course and does not reflect the difficulty or quality 
of the course.

Selection rank adjustments
Many applicants receive an offer to a course even 
though they have an ATAR below the published 
lowest selection rank. Why? Because other factors 
have been taken into consideration in combination 
with their ATAR and their selection rank for that 
course has been adjusted and is higher than 
their ATAR. 

These adjustments are due to factors such as:
	− performance in HSC subjects
	− living or attending school in a certain area
	− applying for consideration through the 

Educational Access Scheme. 

Selection rank adjustments are applied differently 
from institution to institution and from course to 
course within the same institution. Visit each 
institution’s website for details.

As selection rank adjustments are course specific, 
your selection rank can be different for each of your 
course preferences.

	− Your selection rank = your ATAR 
+ adjustments.

	− Adjustments do not change your 
ATAR; they change your selection rank for 
a particular preference.

	− Institutions automatically adjust your 
selection rank if you are eligible.

	− You are not notified of changes to your 
selection rank.

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Getting your IB results to UAC
Ask your school IB Diploma coordinator to 
authorise the International Baccalaureate to release 
your IB Diploma results directly to UAC. This needs 
to be done in addition to any other request you 
make for results to be sent to an institution. 

If UAC receives your results directly from the 
International Baccalaureate then any subject 
adjustment factors you are eligible for will be 
automatically allocated by the institutions. 

Alternatively, provide a copy of your official Results 
Certificate and Diploma Certificate as soon as they 
become available. However, subject adjustment 
factors are not automatically applied to results 
provided to UAC by applicants. You’ll need to contact 
the institutions to have these allocated to you.

Students completing non-standard 
Year 12 programs in 2022
Non-standard Year 12 programs of study include 
those completed through: 

	− Australian Christian Education
	− Rudolph Steiner Education
	− home schooling 
	− Queensland Senior External Examination. 

If you’re studying these programs, select ‘No’ in 
your application when you are asked if you’re 
completing an Australian Year 12 in 2022.

Assessment
UAC assesses the Queensland Senior External 
Examination. 

For all other non-standard Year 12 studies to be 
assessable by UAC, you must: 

	− provide proof of completion of an accredited 
Year 12 program of study 

	− have sat the American Scholastic Aptitude Test 
(SAT), results from which will be assessed by UAC. 

EXAMPLE
Course A has six applicants and only three places 
available. The six applicants have the following 
selection ranks:

Applicant Selection rank

1 89.00 (ATAR of 89.00)

2 88.00 (ATAR of 87.00 plus adjustment 
of 1 point)

3 87.00 (ATAR of 83.00 plus adjustment 
of 4 points)

4 86.00 (ATAR of 86.00)

5 85.00 (ATAR of 83.00 plus adjustment 
of 2 points)

6 84.00 (ATAR of 84.00)

Offers will be made to applicants 1, 2 and 3. 
Applicant 4 won’t receive an offer, even with an ATAR 
higher than applicant 3, and applicant 3 will receive 
an offer even though their ATAR is below the lowest 
selection rank. The lowest selection rank required to 
receive an offer to Course A will be 87.00.

The example also shows that an applicant with an 
ATAR above the published lowest ATAR for a course 
will not necessarily receive an offer. The lowest 
ATAR for this course is 83.00 (applicant 3). Even 
though applicants 4, 5 and 6 have ATARs of 83.00 
and above, their selection ranks are below the 
lowest selection rank of 87.00 and therefore they 
will not receive an offer.

Guaranteed ATARs and selection ranks
Some institutions indicate a guaranteed ATAR or 
selection rank for each course. If you achieve the 
guaranteed ATAR or selection rank, and you have the 
course listed as your highest eligible preference in 
your UAC application, you are guaranteed to be 
offered a place in the course for semester 1, 2023. 

Depending on the demand for the course, 
applicants with lower ATARs and selection ranks 
may also be eligible for offers.

2022 International Baccalaureate students
If you’re an IB student, you don’t receive an ATAR. 
Instead, when you apply through UAC, or any other 
tertiary admissions centre in Australia, your IB 
score is converted to a rank. This allows you to be 
compared to applicants with an ATAR.

2022 New Zealand NCEA 
Level 3 students
If you are completing the NCEA Level 3, an ATAR 
will be calculated by the New Zealand 
Qualifications Authority (NZQA) and provided to 
UAC. This will be used in the selection process, 
provided you have fulfilled NZQA’s University 
Entrance requirements. 

In your UAC application, select ‘No’ when asked if 
you’re undertaking an Australian Year 12 in 2022.

Direct queries about the ATAR and university 
entrance requirements to NZQA: visit nzqa.govt.nz.

Additional selection requirements
Some courses have selection criteria in addition to  
(or instead of) your ATAR and selection rank. This can 
include a personal statement, a questionnaire, a 
portfolio of work, an audition, an interview or a test. 
You can find details of any additional selection criteria 
in the course descriptions on the UAC website.

Prerequisites
Some courses require you to have studied specific 
HSC courses or equivalent in order to be 
considered for an offer. For details of prerequisites, 
read the course descriptions on the UAC website.

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Pathway options 
Most institutions offer pathway options if you don’t 
meet the entry requirements for their degree 
courses, or need further support and preparation 
before studying at degree level. 

Non-degree courses
Pathway courses include: 

	− foundation studies
	− preparatory courses (including the TAFE 

Certificate IV in Tertiary Preparation)
	− certificate, diploma or associate degree courses.

If you successfully complete one of these courses, 
an institution may guarantee you entry into a 
particular degree course. Otherwise, you can use 
your non-degree studies to apply and compete for 
admission to other degree courses. 

You may also be awarded credit for some studies 
undertaken in your non-degree course.

Offers to lower-level courses 
Some institutions may offer you a place in a lower-
level course – even if you don’t apply for it – if 
you’re not eligible or competitive enough to receive 
an offer to the course to which you’ve applied. This 
is sometimes called a ‘slipback offer’.

English language proficiency
English language proficiency is an admission 
requirement for most tertiary courses. If you need 
to provide proof of your proficiency in English, this 
will be indicated in your application.

Applicants who don’t need to 
provide proof
Most applicants – including those with an 
Australian Year 12 qualification – do not have to 
prove proficiency in English.

Students with assessable qualifications
For most institutions, you do not need to provide 
proof of English language proficiency if you have an 
assessable qualification – undertaken in English – 
from one of the following countries:

	− American Samoa
	− Australia
	− Botswana
	− Canada
	− Fiji
	− Ghana
	− Guyana
	− Ireland
	− Jamaica
	− Kenya
	− Lesotho
	− Liberia
	− New Zealand

	− Nigeria

	− South Africa
	− Tonga
	− Trinidad and Tobago
	− United Kingdom
	− United States 

of America
	− Zambia
	− Zimbabwe.

Assessable qualifications are:
	− senior secondary studies comparable with the 

NSW HSC (including the IB Diploma or Bilingual 
Diploma)

	− one full year of Australian or comparable tertiary 
studies, including associate degree, bachelor 
degree and postgraduate studies

	− Australian non-award studies
	− tertiary preparation courses, including the  

TAFE Certificate IV in Tertiary Preparation, with 
a full-time equivalence of one year.

The following qualifications may also be accepted 
as satisfying English language proficiency if you 
were born in and undertook the qualification in one 
of the countries listed above:

	− AQF qualifications: AQF Certificate III or IV, 
diploma or advanced diploma (or equivalent)

	− Special Tertiary Admissions Test (STAT)
	− professional registration/qualification  

(eg nursing, trade, CPA).

Note: Some institutions may accept a different 
group of countries or have different qualification 
requirements. For institution-specific details, visit 
uac.edu.au/elp.

If you live in NSW or the ACT and are 
applying interstate, check if you meet 
the admission criteria of institutions 
in that state.

Students with qualifications specified by 
an institution
Each institution specifies additional qualifications it 
will accept as proof of English language proficiency, 
which may vary for specific courses. These 
qualifications are set out on the UAC website at 
uac.edu.au/elp. 

Applicants who do need to provide proof
If you don’t have the required tests or qualifications 
outlined above, there are two ways to prove your 
proficiency in English.

Method 1: Sit an English language 
proficiency test
There are a number of English language proficiency 
tests that are commonly accepted by institutions.

Check with your preferred institution to make sure  
it will accept the test results as proof of English 
language proficiency for the course you want to 
study. Include details of your proposed test in the 
English language proficiency question in your UAC 
application and submit it. Provide UAC with 
evidence of your results as soon as you 
receive them.

Method 2: Write to the institution admissions 
office
If you believe you can demonstrate your proficiency 
in English but your test or qualification is not 
included here or on the UAC website, write to the 
admissions office at each institution to which you’re 
applying. Include supporting documentation so that 
the acceptability of your test or qualification can be 
determined. Do not send this information to UAC 
– we cannot make decisions about your English 
proficiency on behalf of institutions.

International students
The Australian Government has separate 
English language requirements for students 
applying for student visas from some 
countries. For more information, visit 
homeaffairs.gov.au.

Selection process 
Once you’ve met all the admission requirements for 
a course, you will compete against other applicants 
for a place. 

If you’re not successful in gaining a place in the 
course listed as your first preference, your second 
preference will be considered and so on until an 
offer can be made or you have no more preferences. 

You’ll only receive one offer per offer round to your 
highest preference for which you’re: 

	− eligible 
	− competitive enough. 

In some cases you may also receive an offer to a 
lower-level course that you haven’t applied for – 
read about slipback offers on page 36. 

International students
In each round, you can receive one offer from 
each institution listed in your preferences.

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Entry schemes
Some institutions have a specific scheme or 
program for applicants who don’t meet the usual 
admission criteria of the institution. For details, refer 
to the information about each institution on the 
UAC website at uac.edu.au/institutions.

Educational Access Scheme
Most of UAC’s participating institutions have an 
Educational Access Scheme (EAS) to help students 
who have experienced long-term educational 
disadvantage gain admission to university. 

To be eligible for an equity adjustment under EAS, 
you must be:

	− a UAC domestic applicant for undergraduate 
admission

	− an Australian or New Zealand citizen, or a 
permanent resident of Australia (includes 
holders of permanent humanitarian visa)

	− able to demonstrate that you’ve experienced 
long-term educational disadvantage because of 
circumstances beyond your control.

International students cannot apply for EAS.

EAS applications 
Before you apply for EAS you need to complete an 
application for undergraduate admission. Once 
you’ve submitted your undergraduate application, 
you’ll have the option to immediately access the 
EAS application via the ‘Apply for EAS’ button or 
you can log back in to your undergraduate 
application at any time and apply for EAS.

You’re encouraged to apply by the early bird closing 
date of Friday 30 September 2022, but if you miss 
this date the following EAS application and 
documentation deadlines apply:

	− Tuesday 22 November 2022: 
•	 to guarantee receipt of your eligibility letter 

the day NSW ATARs are released and ensure 
you have time to change preferences for 
December Round 2 

•	 to be included in December Round 2.
	− Thursday 22 December 2022: 

•	 to be included in January Round 1.

If you have any questions, you can call UAC.

Notification of EAS eligibility 
After your application has been assessed, UAC 
will send you an email to notify you of your EAS 
eligibility at each institution. However, being eligible 
for EAS does not guarantee you an offer to a course. 
You still need to compete with other applicants.

EAS applications and supporting documents 
received by UAC on or before Tuesday 22 
November 2022: EAS eligibility notifications sent 
on Thursday 15 December 2022.

This means that if you want to change your course 
preferences for December Round 2, you will know 
your EAS eligibility for every institution.

EAS applications received by UAC after Tuesday 
22 November 2022: EAS eligibility notifications 
issued progressively.

Early offer schemes
Some institutions have early offer schemes for 
Year 12 students. Through these schemes, 
applicants may be selected for courses based on a 
range of criteria, including recommendations 
provided by schools/colleges, rather than their final 
Year 12 results. 

Schools Recommendation Scheme 
The Schools Recommendation Scheme (SRS) helps 
current Australian Year 12 students (who have 
applied through UAC) gain access to higher 
education. It does this by assessing a wide range 
of selection criteria other than, or in addition to, 
the ATAR. This means that offers – conditional or 
unconditional – can be made before ATARs 
are released.

Institutions can make offers based on:
	− Year 11 results
	− school ratings
	− ATAR (or equivalent) or selection rank
	− equity criteria
	− institution-specific conditions.

After you’ve submitted your UAC undergraduate 
application you can apply for SRS via the UAC 
website. UAC centrally processes these 
applications.

SRS applications close at midnight on Monday 
19 September 2022.

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Who can apply 
SRS is open to all Year 12 applicants who are 
completing either an Australian Year 12 qualification 
or an International Baccalaureate (within Australia) 
in 2022, and are:

	− UAC domestic applicants for undergraduate 
admission for 2022–23

	− Australian or New Zealand citizens
	− permanent residents of Australia or holders of 

Australian permanent resident humanitarian visas.

International students cannot apply for SRS.

Individual institutions may have additional 
requirements for applicants.

Course preferences
Finalise your course preferences by midnight on 
Thursday 3 November 2022. Place the course you 
would most like to do at the top of your list, your next 
most preferred second, and so on down the list.

SRS offers
Most SRS offers will be made in November Round 1 
on Friday 11 November 2022.

There are two types of SRS offers:
	− unconditional offers (which have no further 

conditions for you to meet)
	− conditional offers (which require you to meet 

additional conditions, such as a minimum ATAR).

In November, you can receive one unconditional 
offer and one or more conditional offers. 

Unconditional offers: Accept your unconditional 
offer, even if it’s for your lowest course preference. 
You will automatically be considered for your higher 
preferences in later rounds.

If you receive an unconditional offer to one of your 
higher preferences and want to be considered for 
all your other preferences in later rounds:

	− accept the offer
	− log in to your UAC undergraduate application, 

go to ‘Update course preferences’ and move 
that course down to the bottom of your course 
preference list or remove it entirely (as long as 
you have accepted the offer, you can’t lose it).

If you then receive an offer to a course in your new 
list, you can decide whether to accept it and 
withdraw from your original course, or not accept 
the new offer and keep your place in your 
original course.

Conditional offers: To convert your conditional offer 
to an unconditional offer, you must:

	− meet the condition/s stipulated in the offer
	− meet all other institution requirements for that 

course
	− include the course in your list of preferences 

by midnight 16 December 2022 (closing date of 
change of preference for December Round 2).

Unsuccessful applicants
UAC won’t advise applicants who do not receive an 
offer through SRS. An unsuccessful SRS application 
has no effect on your UAC undergraduate 
application.

Individual uni entry schemes
Some institutions have their own entry schemes 
that you can apply for directly via their websites. 
They might look at criteria like leadership, 
extracurricular activities or community service. Your 
applications to these schemes won’t affect your 
UAC application. 

Most institutions have an admission scheme 
specifically for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 
students.

When applying 
 

Lodge your UAC application as required 
 

→ There are many special entry schemes which 
may be available through UAC, or individual 
universities. It is important to plan ahead so that 
you can research what special entry schemes 
may be available, how to apply and whether 
there are any closing dates for the application. 
Check out the UAC website, and your chosen 
university’s website for further details.  
 
 

 
When you get your offer and when 
enrolling 
 

→ Contact disability staff at the university to let them 
know you will be enrolling. If you will need services 
in place at the beginning of semester, for 
enrolment, and/or for orientation, make an 
appointment immediately. Ask what 
documentation is required to secure the right 
supports for you. 
 

→ At enrolment you may be given the opportunity to 
indicate whether you have a disability. However, 
this step does not necessarily mean that the right 
supports will be put in place to give you the best 
chance of success at uni. It is advisable that you 
connect with disability support staff on campus to 
develop a support plan prior to starting your course. 
 

→ When it is time to look for graduate employment, 
ask your university careers team how they can help 
you prepare for job search and to enter the 
workforce.  
 

→ Many universities in Australia participate in the 
University Specialists Employment Partnership 
(USEP) model for supporting students to achieve 
graduate employment. For further information or a 
list pf participating universities, go to: usep.com.au 
 

Remember to make contact with Disability Services early! 
 
National Disability Coordination Officers (NDCO) work throughout Australia to drive change, so that people 
with disability have equitable opportunity to access, participate and achieve their goals in Higher Education 
and subsequent employment.

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Why preferences matter
You can receive only one offer in each offer round. 
That offer will be to the highest preference for 
which you:

	− meet the admission requirements (are ‘eligible’)
	− successfully compete against other applicants 

who also meet the admission requirements.

For example, if you meet the admission 
requirements and are competitive enough for the 
first preference you’ve listed, you’ll be made an offer 
to that course only. If you’re not made an offer to 
your first preference, but meet the admission 
requirements and are competitive enough for your 
second preference, you’ll be made an offer to your 
second preference.

Timing of offers
Offers are made on scheduled dates throughout the 
year. These are called offer rounds.

The most important 2023 semester 1 offer round 
dates for Year 12 students are set out in a table on 
the inside front cover of this Guide. The table also 
shows the dates by which you need to apply, 
provide documents and change your preferences to 
be guaranteed consideration in each offer round.

Although some Year 12 applicants receive early 
offers (before ATARs are released), most will receive 
their offers in:

	− December Round 2
	− January Round 1.

Offer rounds after January Round 1 are for entry to 
courses that still have vacancies.

Offers and enrolment

Early offers
The offer rounds before December Round 2 are 
usually for early offer schemes such as the Schools 
Recommendation Scheme, ADFA (Australian 
Defence Force Academy) courses, non-Year 12 
applicants, or for courses that don’t require an 
ATAR. If you don’t receive an early offer and aren’t 
in one of the categories listed, there’s no need 
to worry.

If you get a conditional early offer, to convert it into 
an unconditional offer you have to: 

	− leave the course in your list of preferences.
	− satisfy the conditions set out by the uni in your 

offer email.

Accept any offer you receive: don’t 
assume you’ll receive another offer 
later. You can then review your 
preferences for the next offer round.

Action!

Always keep your courses listed in 
your preferred order.

Sometimes the uni will tell you that 
your early conditional offer will only 
convert to an unconditional offer if it 
is your ‘highest eligible preference’. This is 
true, but take note of the word ‘eligible’. You 
can still place other courses higher in your 
preference list; if you miss out on offers to 
these higher preferences, your conditional 
offer will still become unconditional.

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International applicants
Conditional offers 
Approximately 48 hours after you have 
applied through UAC, you’ll receive a 
conditional offer via email. The email will list 
all the courses you’ve applied for, and you 
can use it as part of your pre‑visa 
assessment. It is a conditional offer of 
admission only; it does not mean you are 
able to enrol. To be eligible to enrol in a 
course of study you need to receive an 
unconditional offer.

Unconditional offers
To receive an unconditional offer, you must 
have the course listed in your application 
when offers are made, meet the minimum 
admission criteria of the institution and any 
other specific entry requirements for the 
course, and successfully compete against 
other applicants for a place. Most offers will 
be made after you receive your final 
Year 12 results in December.

Your courses are considered in the order you 
have listed them in your application. 
However, each institution you have applied to 
will consider your application separately. 
Therefore, you can receive an offer to your 
highest preference at each institution 
included in your application (if you are 
eligible and competitive enough).

Getting your offer
UAC will send you your offer via email. Read the 
email carefully and follow the instructions.

Slipback offers
If you apply for a course but miss out on an offer, 
you might receive an offer to a lower-level course 
– in the same area at the same institution – instead. 
For example, you may get an offer to a Diploma in 
Marketing if you applied for, but missed out on, the 
Bachelor of Marketing at the same institution.

If you successfully complete a course such as a 
diploma, some institutions guarantee you entry into 
a degree course. You might also be awarded credit 
for some of your studies.

Direct offers from the unis
If you have applied directly to an institution, as well 
as through UAC, you can receive offers from both 
UAC and the institution. Then it ’s up to you to 
decide which one to accept.

Accepting your offer
Accept your offer by following the instructions the 
institution gives you in your offer email. Do this 
promptly, otherwise your offer might lapse and be 
given to another applicant in the next round.

Accepting an offer doesn’t stop you from being 
considered in later offer rounds, but you must 
remove the successful course from your preferences 
list (or move it to the bottom) to prevent it blocking 
offers to lower preferences in future rounds.

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What to do when you get an offer
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EXAMPLE
You have the following five courses listed as 
preferences and you receive an offer to your 
second preference:

Preferences

1 B Life Science

2 B Animal Science

3 B Science (Physics)

4 B Human Sciences

5 B Natural Science (Animal Science)

Accept your offer to B Animal Science. 

Remove B Animal Science. As long as 
you’ve accepted your offer to this course, 
you won’t lose your place. If you leave your 
preferences as they are, in subsequent 
rounds you will only be considered for your 
first preference, B Life Science.

Change your preferences in any way you 
like – even add new courses to your list. Just 
make sure you have a realistic chance of 
meeting the lowest selection rank and can 
satisfy any additional course requirements. 

If you receive an offer in one round and accept it, then 
receive an offer in a later round, you can choose to:

	− keep your previous offer and not accept your 
new offer or

	− accept your new offer and withdraw from the 
course you’ve already accepted.

Once you accept your offer, the next step is enrolment. 

International applicants
Your offer will include an explanation of how 
to accept your offer, enrol and pay the 
required compulsory Overseas Student 
Health Cover (OSHC) charge. Take particular 
notice of any deadlines the institution has for 
accepting the offer.

Once you have accepted your offer and sent 
your payment, the institution will send you a 
Confirmation of Enrolment. This document 
will allow you to obtain your student visa.

Receiving further offers
Once you’ve received an offer, you can’t be made 
an offer to any lower course preferences unless you 
change your preferences.

So, if you receive an offer to your first preference, 
you won’t be considered for further offers in 
subsequent rounds unless you move that course 
down to the bottom of your list or remove it entirely. 
(Before you do this, don’t forget to accept the 
course you’ve already been offered!) 

If you receive an offer to a lower preference, you will 
automatically be considered for higher preferences 
in the next round. 

Got a question?
If you want to know why you didn’t 
get an offer, or what other study 
options are available to you, get in touch with 
the admissions office staff at the uni. The 
institutions make the decisions about who 
receives an offer to a course.

If you change your mind
If you reject an early round offer or 
let it lapse and then change your 
mind, you’ll need to speak with the 
institution’s admissions office, as only the 
institution can reinstate the offer. Also, if the 
course you’ve rejected was your first 
preference and you don’t remove it, no 
further offers can be made because the 
rejected offer will ‘block’ any new offers to 
other preferences.

Receive an offer to a course in your new list.

Decide whether to accept it and withdraw 
from B Animal Science or not accept the new 
offer and keep your place in B Animal Science. 

Deferring your start date
You can often delay starting your course for six 
months or one year. All deferments are granted 
subject to the course being offered the following 
semester or following year. Each institution has its 
own policy regarding deferment – refer to the 
institution information at uac.edu.au/institutions.

How to defer
Follow the institution’s instructions for accepting your 
offer. You will then be given the option to ‘accept’ or 
‘defer’ your place in the course. Sometimes you have 
to accept the offer before you can defer.

Most institutions will ask you to provide a statement 
to explain why you wish to defer and what you’ll be 
doing during this period.

Once your deferment has been granted, the 
institution will confirm it in writing and give you 
instructions on how to take up your deferred course. 

Changing your mind
If, at the end of the deferment period, you decide 
you’d like to be considered for other courses, you can 
complete a new UAC application and include these 
course preferences. If you receive an offer to one of 
the new courses, you can then decide whether to 
accept the offer or take up your deferred course.

Unsuccessful applicants
Take action
Contact the relevant institutions for advice on 
alternative study options, then change your course 
preferences for the next offer round.

Think ahead
When you apply through UAC, you’ll be asked if 
you’d like to receive information about alternative 
study options should your application be 
unsuccessful. If you select ‘Yes’, institutions 
(including some not in your preferences) can contact 
you with details of other available study options. You 
can always opt out of receiving this information by 
logging in to your application on the UAC website.

Enrolment
Enrolment is the next step after you accept your 
offer. Your institution will let you know when 
enrolments are open and what you need to do.

You usually enrol online and it often involves:
	− registering for your semester 1 subjects
	− setting up a student email account
	− completing a form to request a HECS-HELP or 

FEE-HELP loan (you’ll need your Australian Tax 
File Number)

	− entering your unique student identifier (USI). You 
may already have one from previous vocational 
education or training. If not, you can create a 
USI at usi.gov.au.

After you enrol in a course, you have until the census 
date to pay your fees or withdraw without penalty 
from the course. The census date varies depending 
on when your course starts, but it is usually at least a 
couple of weeks after the course start date. 

International applicants
If you apply through an agent, your agent will 
help you enrol.

Your deferred offer can lapse
If you undertake degree studies or 
certain levels of TAFE study other 
than NSW HSC courses during your 
deferment period, your offer at many 
institutions will lapse. You will need to 
reapply through UAC and declare all of your 
studies. Check with each institution for 
specific policies.

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Orientation week
Before classes start at the beginning of the year, 
most institutions run an orientation week (often 
called ‘O-Week’). The aim is to help you transition 
into university life. During the week you can:

	− get to know your way around the campus
	− socialise with other new students
	− join clubs and societies that interest you
	− find out more about your course and the 

academic support that will be available to you.

It ’s not compulsory to attend orientation week but it 
will help you get off to a good start.

International applicants
International students are strongly 
encouraged to attend orientation programs 
as they are specifically designed to help with 
adjusting to life as a student in Australia. For 
more information, read the institution entries 
at uac.edu.au/institutions.

Transferring to another course
Many students enrol in a course with a view to 
transferring into another course after completing a 
year’s study. A typical example is completing one 
year of a general degree (such as Arts) and then 
transferring to a more specialised degree (such as 
Arts/Law). 

How to transfer
In most cases you’re not actually transferring; you’re 
withdrawing from one course and applying for entry 
to another. You usually need to submit a new 
application through UAC for the new course. 

If you’re transferring to another course in the same 
admissions period, you don’t need to reapply because 
your application is still active – you just need to 
change your preferences. Then, if you get an offer you 
can formally withdraw from your current course. It ’s 
important to do this to avoid additional HECS fees 
or absent fail results on your academic record.

Get advice early
Transferring is not an automatic process. Places in 
your new course will be very competitive, and you 
usually need to achieve excellent results in your first 
year. Each institution has its own requirements for 
transfers and you should seek more information 
before you enrol.

FAQs about offers
Can I receive an offer in more than one round?
Yes, domestic students can receive one offer per 
round. If you receive an offer in one round and 
accept it, then receive an offer in a later round, 
you can either keep your first offer and not 
accept the second offer, or withdraw from the 
first offer (that you accepted) and accept the 
second offer. 

International applicants can receive one offer 
per institution in each round.

Most offers are made in December and January.

Should I accept my offer? I might receive 
another offer in the next round.
Yes, you should accept your offer. If you receive 
an offer in one round, don’t assume you’ll receive 
another offer in a subsequent round. If you don’t 
accept your offer and you don’t receive another 
one in later rounds, you may miss out on a place.

Accept your offer by the date specified by the 
institution, otherwise you may lose your offer. 
Accepting an offer doesn’t stop you from being 
considered for your higher preferences in 
subsequent offer rounds.

How do I receive more offers after I accept 
an offer? 
If you receive an offer to your first preference but 
you’d like to be considered for other courses in 
subsequent offer rounds, you need to accept the 
offer, then remove your first preference and 
reorganise the order of your preferences before 
the next offer round (read the example on 
page 38).

If you receive an offer to a lower preference in an 
offer round, you’ll automatically be considered 
for your higher preferences in 
subsequent rounds.

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Types of courses
Your course costs will depend on the type of course 
in which you’re enrolled. There are two main types 
of courses:

	− Commonwealth-supported place (CSP)
	− domestic fee-paying (DFEE).

Not all institutions offer CSP courses and not all 
institutions offer DFEE courses.

The course descriptions at uac.edu.au/search 
indicate the types of fees charged.

Course costs and financial 
assistance

Get a tax file number from the Australian Taxation Office at ato.gov.au. You’ll need it if you pay 
your course costs using a loan from the Australian Government.

A small number of courses are: 
	− ADF: student contribution paid by the 

Australian Defence Force
	− C3F: three years Commonwealth-

supported, fourth year fee-paying 
	− CBF: a combination of CSP and DFEE 

(ie bachelor program is CSP, masters 
program is DFEE) 

	− ENA: Commonwealth-supported and 
exempt from student contributions 

	− OTH: DFEE with no government loan 
scheme for students

	− VET: DFEE with VET Student Loans for 
eligible students.

CSP courses: 

	− are subsidised by the Australian Government so 
typically cost less than equivalent DFEE courses

	− require you to pay part of the cost of the 
course (a student contribution set by the 
institution, within a range set by the Australian 
Government).

Student contribution amounts
The Australian Government classifies your courses into 
funding clusters. The amount you pay is usually the 
maximum allowed by the government. The maximum 
student contributions for 2022 are set out below.

These amounts are indexed each year and are 
based on one year of full-time study. For the most 
up-to-date information, search for ‘funding clusters 
and indexed rates’ at dese.gov.au.

Paying your student contribution
Australian citizens and holders of an Australian 
permanent humanitarian visa can pay their student 
contribution in three ways:

	− pay the entire student contribution upfront
	− receive a HECS-HELP loan for the whole 

student contribution
	− pay some of the student contribution upfront 

and receive a HECS‑HELP loan for the balance.

Holders of an Australian permanent resident visa 
must pay all of the student contribution upfront.

The institution will give you a ‘Request for 
Commonwealth support and HECS HELP’ form. 

All CSP students (including upfront payers) must 
submit this form, regardless of their payment option.

HECS-HELP loans
You don’t have to start repaying your HECS-HELP 
loan until your income reaches a certain level.

Tuition fees
Tuition fees for international students:

	− vary between institutions and courses
	− vary depending on the specific units of study in 

which you enrol
	− are generally based on an average course load 

of two semesters of full-time enrolment.

Tuition fees are listed in the course descriptions at 
uac.edu.au/search and are indicative and subject 
to change.

What do tuition fees cover?
Tuition fees generally cover teaching costs only but 
they may also include:

	− reception at the airport nearest to campus
	− assistance in finding accommodation
	− orientation program
	− access to all avaliable student services and 

facilities
	− special uniforms for nursing courses.

What don’t tuition fees include?
Tuition fees do not include:

	− accommodation expenses
	− costs of textbooks, course materials, study aids 

and equipment
	− living expenses such as food, transport 

and clothing
	− costs of field trips
	− health cover and medical costs
	− the Student Services and Amenities Fee 

(not charged by all institutions).

Living expenses
The Australian Department of Home Affairs 
requires prospective international students to 
demonstrate that they have adequate funds to 
cover their living expenses in Australia. 

Living expenses include items such as:
	− accommodation
	− electricity and/or gas and telephone/

internet bills
	− food and entertainment
	− personal incidentals
	− public transport.

Your living expenses are separate from your 
tuition fees and will vary depending on many 
things (eg where you live, your type of 
accommodation and lifestyle).

Establishment costs and other expenses
You’ll also need to meet establishment costs 
such as rental bonds for accommodation, 
furniture and general household items. Other 
expenses may include textbooks, study aids, 
vacations or the running of a car or motorbike.

New Zealand citizens
New Zealand citizens can access HECS-HELP loans if they:

	− hold a Special Category Visa (SCV), and 
	− meet the requisite criteria. 

Other New Zealand citizens must pay all of the student contribution upfront.

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Domestic fee-paying courses
DFEE courses:

	− are not subsidised by the Australian Government 
so typically cost more than equivalent 
CSP courses

	− require you to pay the full cost of your course 
(a tuition fee set by the institution).

Paying your tuition fee
Australian citizens and holders of an Australian 
permanent humanitarian visa can pay their tuition 
fee in three ways:

	− pay the entire tuition fee upfront
	− receive a FEE-HELP loan or VET Student Loan 

for the whole tuition fee
	− pay some of the tuition fee upfront and receive 

a FEE-HELP loan or VET Student Loan for the 
balance.

Holders of an Australian permanent resident visa 
must pay the tuition fee upfront.

FEE-HELP loans and VET Student Loans
FEE-HELP loans help eligible fee-paying students 
pay all or part of their tuition fees. 

VET Student Loans help eligible students studying 
higher level vocational education and training (VET) 
qualifications (diploma level and above) pay their 
tuition fees.

Loan fees
The following loan fees apply:

	− 20 per cent for FEE-HELP loans
	− 20 per cent for VET Student Loans.

The loan fee does not apply to students at Torrens 
University, the University of Notre Dame Australia, 
Bond University or the University of Divinity. 

For more information about FEE-HELP loans and 
VET Student Loans, visit studyassist.gov.au.

HELP loan limit
The HELP loan limit is a cap on what you can 
borrow from the Australian Government to cover 
the costs of your tuition fees. The HELP loan limit 
includes all HECS-HELP, FEE-HELP, VET FEE-
HELP and VET Students Loans. 

In 2022, the HELP loan limit is $109,206. 

The loan limit is $156,847 if you’re studying:
	− medicine
	− dentistry
	− veterinary science
	− an eligible aviation course.

You don’t have to start repaying your loan until your 
income reaches a certain level. 

You will not be eligible for any Australian 
Government assistance if you have a fail rate of 
more than 50 per cent in your tertiary studies. For 
details, search for ‘low completion rate’ at 
studyassist.gov.au.

New Zealand citizens
New Zealand citizens can access FEE-HELP 
loans and VET Student Loans if they:

	− hold a Special Category Visa (SCV), and 
	− meet the requisite criteria. 

Other New Zealand citizens must pay all of 
the student contribution upfront.

Student services and amenities fee
Most institutions charge a Student Services and 
Amenities Fee (SSAF) for student services and 
amenities of a non‑academic nature, such as:

	− sporting and recreational activities
	− employment and career advice
	− child care
	− financial advice
	− food services.

The SSAF is annually indexed and charged 
regardless of whether students intend to use the 
services and amenities provided.

Not all institutions charge international students 
the SSAF.

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Australian Government payments
The Australian Government provides financial help to eligible Australian students and trainees through 
payments administered by Services Australia. 

The following information is correct as at February 2022.

Payment Details

Youth Allowance A fortnightly payment for people aged 16 to 24 who are:
	− studying full-time or
	− doing a full-time Australian Apprenticeship.

Some job seekers aged 16 to 21 can also access these payments.

Austudy A fortnightly payment for people aged 25 or older who are:
	− studying full-time or 
	− doing a full-time Australian Apprenticeship.

ABSTUDY A group of payments for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students and 
Australian Apprentices.

Pensioner Education 
Supplement

A fortnightly extra payment to help with study costs when students also get 
certain income support payments from Centrelink.

Student Start‑up Loan A voluntary loan you can get up to twice a year. You might be eligible to apply for 
this loan if you’re a student getting:

	− Youth Allowance
	− Austudy or 
	− ABSTUDY Living Allowance.

You have to pay the loan back once you start earning a certain amount of income.

Relocation Scholarship A once-a-year payment if you’re an eligible student getting Youth Allowance or 
ABSTUDY Living Allowance. In some circurmstances, you may also be eligible if 
you get the Youth Disability Supplement or Energy Supplement. You need to move 
to or from a regional or remote area for higher education study to get this.

Tertiary Access Payment A payment of up to $5,000 if you’re moving from a regional or remote area for 
tertiary study directly after completing Year 12.

Applying for an Equity Scholarship
By submitting just one Equity Scholarship 
application during UAC’s admissions period you’ll 
be considered for all available Equity Scholarships 
for which you’re eligible at participating institutions.

Your application remains active for the entire  
2022–23 admissions year, so if you miss out on a 
scholarship in one round, you may be considered 
again in subsequent offer rounds.

Do not apply multiple times for an Equity Scholarship; 
UAC will delete subsequent applications. One 
application is eligible for the entire admissions year.

Equity Scholarship applications and supporting 
documents received by UAC 10 working days before 
an offer round will be assessed for that offer round.

4.	 Complete all sections covering the disadvantages 
you are claiming.

5.	 Accept the declaration and authority.
6.	 Review your application summary and submit.
7.	 Download your confirmation of application.
8.	 Upload supporting documents to your application 

at least 10 days before the undergraduate offer 
round in which you wish to be considered.

If your circumstances change after you’ve 
submitted an application, you can log back in and 
add disadvantages.

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Common terms and abbreviations
Following are definitions of many of the terms and 
abbreviations used by UAC and its institutions. 
Knowing these terms will help you understand the 
tertiary admissions process.  

Academic record (see Transcript)
Academic year
The part of the year when classes are held at a 
university. The academic year usually starts in 
February/March when classes begin, and ends with 
the examination period in November/December. It 
may comprise two semesters or three terms/
trimesters. Some institutions also have an 
additional study period from December to February.

Additional selection criteria
Compulsory or optional requirements, either in 
addition to or instead of admission criteria, which 
you must meet to be considered for selection into 
a course. 

Examples include a personal statement, a 
questionnaire, a portfolio of work, an audition, an 
interview or a test. If a course has additional selection 
criteria it is specified in the course description.

Adjustment factors
Factors that institutions consider in order to 
increase your selection rank for a particular course 
(eg achievement in an HSC course related to your 
preferred degree or eligibility for the Educational 
Access Scheme). They do not change your ATAR.

Admission criteria
The minimum qualifications required for you to be 
considered for entry to a particular course. You then 
need to compete against other applicants who also 
meet the admission criteria.

Admissions period
The period when applications are open for tertiary 
study. Applications open in April.

Advanced diploma
An award requiring two or three years of full-time, 
or equivalent part-time, study. This is the highest of 
the undergraduate diploma awards.

Apply direct institution
An institution that lists its courses through UAC but 
which manages its own admissions. UAC does not 
process applications for these institutions; students 
apply directly to the institution.

Areas of study
Areas of study within a course, which may consist 
of a sequence of subjects/units in a single discipline 
(generally studied throughout the course as major 
areas of study or specialisations or sub-majors) or 
additional or supporting subjects or units. 

For details of areas of study offered in a course, 
read the course description on the UAC website.

Associate degree
An award requiring two years of full-time, or 
equivalent part‑time, study. It equates to the first 
two years of a designated three-year degree course.

Associate diploma
An award requiring two years of full-time, or 
equivalent part‑time, study.

Assumed knowledge (see also 
Prerequisites)
Some institutions assume you have knowledge of 
specified NSW HSC courses or equivalent before 
beginning your course. If you do not have the 
assumed level of knowledge but have met the 
admission requirements, you can still be selected 
for the course but you may have some difficulty 
coping with your studies. Bridging courses may be 
recommended for some students who do not have 
the assumed level of knowledge. If an institution 
recommends assumed knowledge for a course, it is 
specified in the course description on the 
UAC website.

Australian Qualifications Framework 
(AQF) 
A national policy for qualifications in the school, 
vocational education and training (VET) and higher 
education sectors in Australia. All AQF 
qualifications are quality assured.

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Australian Tertiary Admission Rank 
(ATAR)
A measure of academic achievement in the HSC 
that helps institutions rank applicants for selection 
to tertiary courses. The ATAR is a rank, not a mark.

ATAR courses
Board developed courses for which the NSW 
Education Standards Authority (NESA) conducts 
examinations that yield graded assessments. 
Classified as Category A courses or Category B 
courses, these are the only courses that can be 
included in the ATAR calculations.

Bachelor degree
An award requiring three or four years of full-time, 
or equivalent part-time, study.

Bridging courses
Courses that enable you to achieve the required 
level of assumed knowledge. The inclusion of one 
or more of these courses (also called introductory 
courses) in the first-year program, however, could 
prevent you from completing your course in the 
minimum time.

Combined/double/dual degrees
Degrees structured to allow students to complete 
two degrees in less time than would be taken if the 
two degrees were studied sequentially.

Commonwealth Register of Institutions 
and Courses for Overseas Students 
(CRICOS)
A register of all Australian educational providers 
and their courses offered to students studying in 
Australia on student visas.

Commonwealth-supported place (CSP)
A place in a course to which the Australian 
Government contributes towards the cost, and the 
student pays a student contribution.

Deferment
Permission to delay starting a course, usually for 
one year. Refer to each institution’s entry for 
deferment information specific to that institution.

Diploma
An undergraduate award that usually places more 
emphasis on practical skills than on theoretical 
content. Also a postgraduate award requiring one 
year of full-time, or equivalent part‑time, 
postgraduate study.

Distance education
A form of full-time or part-time study that takes 
place outside the institution, either at a study 
centre, online or at home by correspondence. 
Periodic residential attendance at on-campus 
sessions is usually required.

Domestic fee-paying (DFEE) course
A course not subsidised by the Australian 
Government; the student meets the entire cost of 
their studies through tuition fees.

Education Services for Overseas 
Students (ESOS) framework
A combination of the ESOS Act, associated 
legislation and a National Code that protects the 
interests of students studying in Australia on 
student visas. Regulated by the Department of 
Education, Skills and Employment, it provides 
tuition and financial assurance and ensures there is 
a nationally consistent approach to registering 
education providers so that the quality of the tuition 
and services offered to students remains high. 

Educational Access Scheme (EAS)
A scheme for university applicants who have 
experienced long-term educational disadvantage 
due to circumstances beyond their control 
or choosing.

Enrolment
Formal registration as a student at an institution 
after receiving and accepting an offer. Each 
institution has its own enrolment procedures. 
Successful applicants will receive enrolment details 
with their offer.

Equity Scholarships (ES)
Scholarships offered by institutions to help 
financially disadvantaged students with the costs of 
higher education.
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Exclusion
A decision by an institution to exclude a student 
from continuing their study at that institution, 
usually because they have breached a regulation, 
such as failure in their program of study. In most 
cases they may reapply for admission to the 
course/institution after a set period of time from the 
date of exclusion, usually one or two years.

Faculty
A department within a university in a particular area 
of study, such as arts, law, engineering or medicine.

FEE-HELP
A loan for eligible fee-paying students to pay their 
tuition fees.

Fee-paying students
Students who meet the entire cost of their studies 
through tuition fees. They can be domestic or 
international students.

Graduate
A person who has received a degree or diploma.

HECS-HELP
A loan for eligible Commonwealth-supported 
students to pay their student contributions. 

Higher Education Loan Program (HELP)  
(see also FEE-HELP, HECS-HELP and 
VET Student Loans)
A loan program available to Australian citizens, 
holders of Australian permanent humanitarian visas 
and New Zealand citizens who are Special 
Category Visa (SCV) holders (and meet the 
requisite criteria) to enable them to pay their 
student contributions or tuition fees or their 
overseas study expenses. Loans are repaid later 
through the taxation system once income has 
reached a certain level.

Honours
In a three-year undergraduate course (or part-time 
equivalent), honours is an additional year of study 
to meritorious students. In a four- or five-year 
course, honours is awarded on the basis of superior 
performance in the course. 

Institution
A provider of tertiary study, such as a university or a 
college. UAC’s participating institutions are those 
for which you apply through UAC.

International fee-paying students (IFEE)
Students who are not Australian or New Zealand 
citizens or permanent residents of Australia and 
who meet the entire cost of their studies through 
tuition fees.

Lowest ATAR
The lowest ATAR of an applicant to receive an offer 
to a course. Lowest ATARs can only be determined 
when offers are made each year.

Lowest selection rank
The minimum selection rank required for selection 
into a course. Lowest selection ranks published in 
this Guide are from semester 1, 2022. They are 
intended to be used as a guide only and are 
supplied to help you assess your chances of getting 
into a particular course and decide on your 
preferences.

The lowest selection ranks can only be determined 
when offers are made each year.

Moderation
A process undertaken by NESA to remove 
differences between how schools assess their 
students. It involves the comparison of school-based 
assessment marks with state-wide examination 
marks and their alignment to course standards to 
produce an assessment mark for each student. 

Non-award program
A course of study for students giving them a 
pathway into a bachelor degree. It allows students 
to study individual units (subjects) that, when 
successfully completed, can enable entry into a 
degree course.

Non-standard Year 12 applicant
An applicant who is completing a Year 12 program 
through Australian Christian Education, Rudolph 
Steiner Education, home schooling or the 
Queensland Senior External Examination. 
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NSW Education Standards Authority 
(NESA)
The body that sets the core curriculum for 
Kindergarten to Year 12 for government and non-
government schools in NSW; sets guidelines for 
school assessment tasks and sets, organises and 
marks the HSC examinations; and sustains and 
improves the standards of achievement in 
NSW schools.

Open days
Days set aside by an institution for prospective 
students to visit their campus, view their facilities 
and meet academic staff and students.

Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC)
Compulsory health insurance for international 
students studying on a student visa in Australia to 
cover any costs for medical and hospital care. 
Students must purchase an approved OSHC policy 
before enrolment.

Participating institution
An institution that lists its courses through UAC. 
UAC manages its admissions process, including 
applications and offers.

Pathway courses
Non-degree courses – such as foundation studies, 
preparatory courses and certificates, diplomas or 
associate degrees – offered by institutions to 
applicants who don’t meet the entry requirements 
for their degree course or need further support and 
preparation before studying at degree level. Some 
institutions offer pathway courses through UAC – 
read the ‘Admission criteria’ section and the 
institution entries at uac.edu.au/institutions 
for details.

Percentile
Calculating percentiles is part of the process of 
calculating ATARs. The percentile indicates a 
student’s position in a course against other 
students. For example, a student in the 73rd 
percentile is in the top 27 per cent of students in 
that course. 

Postgraduate courses
These are courses usually available only to people 
who have qualified for an appropriate first degree or 
diploma. They are not available to school leavers. 
They include:

	− graduate/postgraduate certificates
	− graduate/postgraduate diplomas
	− postgraduate degrees such as masters or 

doctorates.

Practical experience
A requirement of some courses, it involves 
supervised practice that takes place in an approved 
workplace and helps students develop skills 
relevant to their area of study. It may be undertaken 
during a semester or in semester breaks and can 
vary from regular one-day placements to block 
periods of several weeks. Costs may be involved, 
such as instruments, uniform, accommodation or 
travel. Courses requiring practical experience will 
list it in the course description.

Preparation courses
Courses offered by most institutions, including 
TAFE colleges (ie Certificate IV in Tertiary 
Preparation), as a preparation for further study. 
They are usually undertaken by students with 
insufficient formal entry qualifications, or for those 
who have not participated in formal education for 
some time.

Prerequisites (see also Assumed 
knowledge)
Year 12 courses that must be completed in order to 
be considered for admission to certain tertiary 
courses. Some tertiary courses require applicants 
to have completed a specific HSC course or 
equivalent before they will be offered a place in 
those courses (course prerequisites). Some subjects 
within a tertiary course require applicants to have 
completed a specific HSC course or equivalent 
before they are able to enrol in those particular 
subjects (subject prerequisites).

Professional recognition
A course that has been approved by a professional 
body, which enables graduates to apply for 
membership and/or registration to practise in 
the profession.

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Recommended studies
NSW HSC or equivalent courses that the 
institutions suggest will assist students in their 
chosen university course. However, if they haven’t 
studied these courses their chances of selection are 
not affected. If a course has recommended studies 
they are specified in the course description.

Record of failure
Appears on a student’s academic record due to 
withdrawing from a course or a single unit where 
that withdrawal is counted as a failure, or where the 
student has failed to satisfy the assessment 
requirements for one or more units.

Scaling
The first step in calculating the ATAR. It enables the 
many different courses taken by students to be 
compared fairly. 

The scaling process is designed to encourage 
students to take courses for which they are best 
suited and which best prepare them for future 
studies. The underlying principle is that you should 
be neither advantaged nor disadvantaged by 
choosing one HSC course over another. The scaling 
algorithm estimates what your marks would have 
been if all courses had been studied by all students. 

Scaling modifies the mean, the standard deviation 
and the maximum mark in each course. 
Adjustments are then made to the marks of 
individual students to produce scaled marks. 
Although scaled marks are generally different from 
the raw marks from which they are derived, the 
ranking of students within a course is not changed.

Schools Recommendation Scheme (SRS)
A scheme that enable schools to recommend current 
Year 12 students who are UAC applicants for offers of 
undergraduate admission. SRS aims to assist access 
to higher education for current Australian Year 12 
students using a wide range of selection criteria, 
including school recommendations and senior 
secondary studies. SRS is processed through UAC. 

Although most institutions make early offers of 
undergraduate admission under SRS, institutions 
have their own policies on determining SRS 
eligibility and making offers.

Semester
The division of the academic year into study periods. 
Students can start courses at the beginning of the 
first and, in some cases, second semester. Some 
institutions call their study periods ‘autumn’ and 
‘spring’ semesters. Others use the terms ‘session’ or 
‘half-year’. Some institutions have trimesters or 
terms, with an additional study period over summer.

Slipback offer
An offer to a lower level of study than you applied 
for. For example, if you applied for a bachelor 
degree and the institution decides that, while you 
are not eligible and competitive enough for entry to 
the bachelor degree, you are eligible for a lower 
level of study (such as a diploma), the institution 
makes you an offer to the lower level.

Special requirements and policies
Special requirements and policies apply to students 
in health- and welfare-related courses and teacher 
education courses.

These requirements relate to:
	− clinical/internship placements undertaken as 

part of your course
	− proof of English language proficiency
	− accreditation and procedures for employment 

after you have completed the course.

Note that requirements and policies in these areas 
are subject to regular review.

Student contribution
The amount that Commonwealth-supported 
students must pay towards their study costs. This 
amount is determined by each institution.

Student Services and Amenities Fee 
(SSAF)
Supports the delivery of student services including 
counselling, employment, orientation, career advice, 
child care, financial advice, health services, food 
services, sporting and recreational activities, student 
advocacy and legal services. The maximum SSAF 
amount chargeable is determined by the Australian 
Government. 

Students studying on a part-time basis cannot be 
charged more than 75 per cent of the maximum 
amount that students studying on a full‑time basis 
are charged.
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Tertiary Education Quality and 
Standards Agency (TEQSA) 
Regulates and assures the quality of Australia’s 
higher education sector. TEQSA also maintains the 
National Register of Higher Education Providers. 
The register includes information on whether higher 
education institutions are self-accrediting or non 
self‑accrediting and the courses they are accredited 
to deliver. 

Transcript
An official copy of a student’s complete academic 
record at a post‑secondary or tertiary institution, 
issued by the institution.

Tuition fee
The amount that domestic fee-paying students or 
international students must pay for their course. 
Tuition fees are determined by each institution.

Undergraduate course
A course leading to a first qualification, namely a 
first degree of bachelor, an associate degree, 
an associate diploma or a diploma.

Unique Student Identifier (USI)
A government-issued student reference number that 
you keep with you for life. You need it to enrol at an 
institution and receive Commonwealth financial 
assistance, including HECS-HELP and FEE-HELP. 

Universities Admissions Centre (UAC)
The central office that receives and processes 
applications for admission to most undergraduate 
degree, advanced diploma and diploma courses at 
participating institutions. UAC also notifies students 
of their ATAR and, on behalf of the participating 
institutions, makes offers to courses. Owned by 
universities in NSW and the ACT, UAC is a not-for-
profit organisation that aims to provide excellence 
in admissions services and promote equity of 
access to tertiary education. 

VET Student Loans
A loan for eligible fee-paying students studying 
higher level vocational education and training (VET) 
qualifications to pay their tuition fees. 

Year 12 applicant
A student who is sitting one or more units of Year 12 
in Australia or outside Australia (except Queensland 
Year 12 external students) or sitting the International 
Baccalaureate in Australia in 2022. Also referred to 
as a 2022 Year 12 or current Year 12 applicant.
